Minutes of Meeting January 31, 2007:  Everyone acknowledged receipt of these minutes via email.  
Tammy moved that the minutes be accepted, second by Terry.  Minutes were approved and vote was made 
official by mail-in vote 
 
President’s Report:  Everyone acknowledged receipt of the President’s Report via email.  Motion to 
accept the President’s Report was made by Terry, second by Barbara.  Motion passed unanimously and was 
made official by mail-in vote.

OLD BUSINESS: 

 

Calendar Letter:   Tammy reported that she has not had received a response from Fran Morano after her 
reply to Fran’s letter, and that if she doesn’t hear within a week, she will follow up. 
 
Bounced checks:  Patty reported that we had two additional bounced checks this month but one had been 
collected and she was waiting to hear from the other.  As this seems to be becoming a problem, Tammy 
stated that we need to have a policy regarding bounced checks and that she would get something started 
and send it to the Board so that it can be discussed at next month’s meeting. 
 
Committee Guidelines:  Tammy stated that she would like to revise Show Committee Guideline #2 to 
read “Plan and implement our first Obedience Trial.”  Leave off the date.  Tammy then made a motion to 
accept the Committee Guidelines for Constitution and Bylaws, Education, Golden West, Pet Expo, Show & 
Event (with revision), Nominating and Tally Committees.  We will approve Health & Medical next month.  
Second by Lenor.  Motion passed unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote. 
 
Committee Membership:  Tammy made a motion to accept all committee members of the same 
committees as listed above.  Second by  Lo.  Motion was passed unanimously and was made official by 
mail-in vote. 
 
Bylaws Revisions:  Tammy made a motion to accept the Bylaws as they have been revised, seconded by 
Lenor.  Motion passed unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote.  The revised Bylaws have been 
sent to UKC for them to look over.  They need to be sent to the membership for approval.  Tammy directed 
Barbara to call UKC to see if they have any objections to the revised Bylaws so that we can mail them to 
the membership for a vote. 
 
PayPal:  There was some discussion over the fees charged for the use of PayPal.  A few Board members 
thought the fees should be passed along to the buyer.  It was pointed out that with the number of bounced 
checks and the fees involved with them, it might be saver and more convenient to assure that we get our 
money with the use of PayPal.   The final decision, after discussion, was that we would not revisit the 
question at some later time, after PayPal has been used for awhile, and the actual amount of fees paid for its 
use is determined.

Midwest Group Barbecue:  Matt Dushek has offered to hold a barbecue at his home in Brooklyn Park, 
MN on April 21, following the Northern Lights American Eskimo Association show that several AKK 
folks will be attending, to see if there is any interest in forming a Midwest Group.  The Board members felt 
that we should support his effort, and Tammy made a motion to offer to pay $50 towards food for the 
picnic, second by Lo.  Motion passed unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote. 
 
Appointment of Linda Solorio to Show Committee:  Tammy made a motion to appoint Linda Solorio to 
the Show Committee, second by Lo.  Motion passed unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote. 
 



Removal of Susie Cain and Debbie Grymkoski from Show Committee:  Tammy made a motion to 
remove Susie Cain and Debbie Grymkoski from the Show Committee, second by Barbara. Motion passed 
unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote. 
 
Annual Meeting/Picnic:   Tammy thanked Terry, Lenor and Mary Jones for offering to serve on this 
committee.  She made a motion to appoint Terry, Lenor, Mary and herself to the 2007 Annual 
Meeting/Picnic Committee, second by Barbara.  Motion passed unanimously and was made official by 
mail-in vote.  Tammy made a motion that Terry and Lenor co-chair this committee, second by Patty.  
Motion passed unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote. 
 
Golden West Show Equipment:   Tammy made a motion to purchase the show gates for the Golden West 
Group, second by Barbara.  Motion passed unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote.  The 
equipment will be stored and maintained in California by the GWG and used for the two annual shows that 
are held there. 
 
Tammy made a 
motion to adjourn this meeting at 9:02 p.m. CST, second by Lo.  Motion passed unanimously and was 
made official by mail-in vote.

Secretary’s Report – Lenor Lynas 
The letter announcing the nominees and asking for nominations from the membership went out 
on Feb. 1.  No additional nominations have been received to date. 
 
Education - Nothing to report. 
 
 Show & Event – Tammy Martin 
October Shows: 
We have received the paperwork and approval to hold the Specialty and MB shows on the 42nd 
weekend (October 19th through 21st).  They gave us approval for four MB shows, I had only 
asked for one on Sunday but the paperwork came back with two. I think we need to go ahead and 
run all four MB shows. 
     
We have a location, Boys & Girls Club, it is a very nice location with a big park right next to it.  It is 
climate controlled so if weather is bad or cold/hot we are inside.   
 
We have the judges for the MB shows, J. Ray Johnson, Diane Raymond, Roger Bennett and 
Marian Campbell. We are still looking for a judge for the Specialty on Friday.  We are looking for 
people that can work as ring stewards.  This is one factor to determine how many rings we will be 
able to have. I am also working on getting ring equipment.  This is the other factor in determining 
the number of rings.  I would like to be able to run four rings. I am working on hotels, will have 
that finalized soon.  We will have a flyer done in the next month to start promoting the show 
     



I am going to Chair the Specialty.  Patty will be Secretary.  We are going to reverse rolls for the 
MB shows, I will be secretary and she will be chairman.     We are working with Lenor for Linda 
Spurlin to help with doing some prizes that weekend for both the MB and Specialty. 
 
     
 
Annual Meeting and Picnic – Tammy Martin 
Terry, Lenor and Mary have volunteered to serve on the committee for the Picnic and Meeting.  I 
would also like to serve on that committee, since we are having it in Springfield and I will need to 
help with coordination between the Shows and the Picnic.   Thank you for taking this on. 
 
     
Logo Usage and Fund Raising Committee – Lenor Lynas 
Things are moving ahead on the "Cookbook Plus."  Terry graciously designed a flyer for us to put 
in the newsletter.  Once the NL has hit the streets, we will put something on Advocates and 
Marian's Board, and possibly on Aprilfawn's board, encouraging everyone to submit recipes, 
stories and photos.  Our goal is to have the book published in time for the holidays. 
 
I sent Virginia Skiby the Logo Usage Guidelines and the Website Advertising Guidelines, as well 
as a 2007 calendar picture, to be put on the website. 
 
 
Health & Medical Research Committee – Lo Binkley 
Nothing to report at this time.  Committee not finalized, but will be by next month's meeting. 
  
Pet Expo – Lo Binkley 
Looks like we will have the same booth number again this year Booths 120 & 121.  Nothing else 
new to report. 
  
Golden West Group – Lo Binkley 
We need to do something better for our ring set-up, and while we can do a better version of the 
PVC piping set-up, even if it were only temporary, it would cost us over $300.00.  A more 
permanent solution, and one that provides much more security for our dogs, would be to go with 
the wooden ring configuration that we see at ARBA, and like was used in KY.  No other club uses 
that set-up here in Southern California, or at any other show (other than KY) that I have attended. 
Yet it gives such a classy look to the ring set-up.  I am giving a revised Budget here, to include 
such a set-up.

They will print the brochure on the same 
weight of paper as the show catalog, two sided in color for $135 per 1,000.  I am sure that they 
will do more of them as we need them.
