OLD BUSINESS

seconded by Lenor.  The motion passed unanimously and was made official by mail-in vote.

Budgets 7/1/07-12/31/07:  Everyone acknowledged receipt of the proposed budget for the 
remainder of the year to the Board prior to the meeting.  Tammy made a motion to accept the 
proposed budget for 7/1/07 – 12/31/07, second by Lo.  Motion passed unanimously and was 
made official by mail-in vote. 
 
BOD Mail Address:  Tammy made a motion to have our webmaster, Jeff, set up a group mail 
address for all the board members, seconded by Patty.  This will be a group email so when 
someone clicks on "contact the entire board," it will send the email to the entire board at the 
same time.  Tammy explained that it will show who sent the email to us, at least the email 
address, so you will reply to all, just like we do now.  The Board would first discuss the emails 
before they are responded to, but the Board member must remember to remove the sender’s 
email before replying during the discussion.  Tammy will act as spokesperson and if she is going 
to be away, she will ask someone to watch the mail for her.  The motion passed unanimously and 
was made official by mail-in vote. 
 
IGive:  The Fund Raising Committee recommended that AKKAOA participate in the IGive 
program whereby members who do online shopping can order through IGive and have a 
percentage of their sale go to AKKAOA at no extra cost to them.  Tammy made a motion to set 
up an IGive account to earn money from members that order things on the internet from stores 
participating in the IGive program.  Second by Patty.  Motion passed unanimously and was made 
official by mail-in vote.

I have purchased an Iomega 100GB Portable Hard Drive for AKKAOA records and have started 
to transfer the records from my computer to the new device.

(the BOD approved up to $200).  It should last for a very long time and will enable records to be 
easily transferred from secretary to secretary.

They are expensive, much more than the fellows 
who shot for us last year.  At any rate, I think our best bet will be to use our own resources for 
Event Shots, but let the photographer set up a booth and take the individual shots.  Shannon, my 
contact, is currently working on a proposal for us.  They typically charge $175/hour for event 
shots, which is why I believe we need to use our own resources for that.  We could provide a 
hotel room Saturday night in lieu of paying a fee, and let them generate their own income from 
individuals.  They will develop a packet for individuals and also put all shots on the website so 
that people can order whatever shots they want.  In searching for photographers, it seems this is 
what most of them are doing.  They also will have digital shots so that people can review them at 
the show and order whatever they want, too.  That's all the information that I have right now on 
this.
